Guidelines for Project 4 Reflective Cover Memo
Consider your Project 4 Cover Memo as a space to write to me about your experience researching and analyzing the language of popular science and academic articles. Your memo should demonstrate your ability to think about and discuss the relationship between the concepts from the class and the writing projects that are assigned. In this case, you are writing directly to me (the instructor) and can tell me the things that your other readers might never know.

The memo may also shed light on important moments in your composing process. Perhaps you had an “aha!” moment of insight during the project or perhaps things didn’t turn out exactly like you’d wished—the Reflective Cover Memo is the place to give the details that you wouldn’t be able to give to the actual audience.

Your Reflective Cover Memo should be a coherent document. That is, it should not simply be a series of unrelated statements. You can, however, use the list of questions below to prompt your thinking and writing:

How does this project connect to the larger issues we’ve been discussing in class?

How did I use in-class discussion or other materials/activities to inform my writing?

How does this project fit the assignment guidelines?

What writing processes did I use to compose this project?

What parts of the project did I enjoy? What parts were difficult for me?

What was the experience like of navigating the Purdue Library database for scholarly articles? Do you plan on using this resource for future research projects? 
What was the process like of analyzing both a popular and an academic article to determine the way the author(s) constructed his/her/their claims? 

What was it like working on your website the second time around?

What did I learn in the writing of this project?

Format: Although the document is called a reflective cover memo, I will accept more than a memo format. If you prefer to use a letter format, you may. Consider it a reflective letter in this case. 

Your 1 ½-2 page, typed, double-spaced Reflective Cover Memo is due with your Project 4 final draft on Friday, November 30th by 5 p.m. You can email it to me as an attachment with the link to your Wix website.
