Digital Writing Portfolio 
Context: Throughout the semester, we have completed various kinds of writing for various audiences. The Digital Writing Portfolio project gives us the chance to employ many of our developing writing skills and to demonstrate our understanding of important rhetorical terms. In this project, we will not only compile previous work, but also add to this work through the writing of reflective elements. 

Writing Scenario: Create a Digital Writing Portfolio that showcases the work that you have completed this semester to an audience that includes our classmates but also a larger online community. Together, we will learn how to create websites that can provide a digital space for our writing. Although we may not be skillful web designers by the semester’s end, we should still employ effective visual rhetoric as we design our portfolios. Consideration for the genre of the website is essential.

Requirements: The Portfolio must be digital, that is, computer-based. At the very least, you should leave your portfolios online until one week after exams end. See below for a list of elements to include:

Required Elements:

1) Copies of Final Drafts of All Writing Projects 

2) Glossary of Key Terms and Definitions (at least 10 terms derived from course materials)

3) Reflective material that demonstrates your comprehension of course material (both practical and theoretical) and your attainment of course goals

4) Demonstration of your writing process (I’m imagining at least one project that includes all drafts, notes, outlines, etc.)

Optional Elements:

1) Entries from your Discussion Posts
2) Writing from other courses

3) Additional material that demonstrates your writing 

4) Peer review comments on drafts (these can be used to demonstrate your writing process) 

Presentations: You will also prepare a 5 minute presentation of your Digital Portfolio for the class, discussing your design choices for the website and your writing process for one of the projects. This will be an informal presentation, so no additional materials (i.e. PowerPoint) are needed. Presentations will be on Monday, December 3rd, Wednesday, December 5th, and Thursday, December 6th. 
Goals: This project aims to (1) prompt our thinking about writing for the web and the ways that this writing might differ from other kinds of writing, (2) give us practice at creating texts that employ both visual elements and text, (3) introduce us to basic elements of web design, (4) offer a space for reflection on our course activities and demonstration of our learning.

Reflective Writing for the Digital Portfolio 
Context: Your Portfolio should offer the audience a sense of your identity as a writer and should contextualize course materials through inclusion of your own reflections. This will also be a space for you to discuss your growth as a writer during the semester while making connections between projects and demonstrating your understanding of the course concepts and materials. 
Writing Scenario: You will be writing one reflective introduction for the Digital Portfolio and a short introduction for each project of the course. While you may draw on writing you produced in your Cover Memos, it is important to note that this reflective writing will not be an exact duplicate of your Cover Memos. Whereas I was the sole audience of your Cover Memos, your audience for the reflective introduction to the Portfolio and the projects will be a more general, uninformed audience who are not members of this class. By reading your reflective writing, this audience will gain a better understanding of the work conducted within the course and, more importantly, a better sense of who you are as a writer.  
Requirements: Your reflective introduction to the Digital Portfolio will be 500-600 words and your short introduction to each project will be 250 words. I also expect you to make connections to the readings in both the reflective introduction and the short introductory paragraphs to the projects. 
Consider the following prompts when writing your reflective introduction to the Digital Portfolio:
Required Elements:

1) Connections to the course readings

2) What connections can you make between the projects in terms of the development of your writing and/or understanding of the course materials? 
3) What kind of writer are you now today than you were at the beginning of the course? Were you successful in attaining the course goals you outlined in your first conference prompt?
Optional Elements: 

1) What was different about writing in this course than writing you’ve done before (either in high school or in other classes this semester)? How do you plan on applying the skills you learned in this course to future writing tasks? 
2) What role if any did the conferences have in the development of your writing and/or understanding of course materials? How did you incorporate feedback from me and/or your peers in your writing? 
Consider the following prompts when writing your short introductions to class projects:

Required Elements
1) Connections to the course readings (1-2 readings should be represented per project) 

Optional Elements: 

1) How did you generate ideas for the projects? How did you get these ideas organized? 

2) What role if any did the Discussion Posts have in the development of your writing and/or understanding of course materials?
3) What were some of the challenges you experienced during the process of completing the projects? Did you gain everything or learn anything new from the process?
